
2. DuPage Asian Indian Gospel Outreach $10,000

Trinity Lutheran Church, Lisle, IL seeks to ignite the start of new
Asian Indian mission stations in Chicagoland, together with
CAME and the NID LCMS. Over 90% of the 200,000 Asian Indian
people living in the NID are unchurched. A strategy of
identifying, recruiting, mentoring and assessing Indian
missionaries (lay and clergy) will be employed. An Asian Indian
missionary will be recruited to lead this mission effort. CAME will
also work with other congregations in the Chicago area to
coordinate outreach and encourage them to open their doors to
host and support Indian outreach. A grant of $10,000 will
support this mission.
